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Installing the Virtual Appliance

To run Haivision Media Platform under a VMware platform:

1. Download the Haivision Media Platform Virtual Machine Release Package Haivision's Support
Portal and extract the files.

2. Import the .OVA file into VMware's vSphere Hypervisor 5.5 or greater.

3. Configure the virtual host to meet the minimum specifications (as described following).

Minimum Specifications for HMP Virtual Appliance Editions

12 CPU cores - 16GB RAM

100GB HDD for OS and apps (thin provision recommended)
Note

Haivision VM images use two disks: Disk 1is sparse-provisioned and set up to grow up to 100GB; Disk
2 is sparse-provisioned up to 10GB and should be replaced by your organization’s preferred asset
storage, NFS mount or VM storage disk.

Using an external, customer-provided NFS for HMP asset storage is strongly recommended for HMP Virtual
Edition implementations.Recommendations regarding asset storage:
* If you do elect to use the default virtual disk configuration, please be aware that the default size is only
9Gb.
Please contact Haivision Technical Support before attempting to resize or replace the virtual disk on the HMP
v2.4 Virtual Appliance Edition, as this requires access to the HMP command line interface (to configure the
virtual disk devices, LVM, file system, and OS).

Important

Be sure to reserve sufficient virtual resources (CPU, RAM, NIC, and HD) to avoid adverse effects to the
performance of your system.

4. Power on the virtual machine.

Changing Network Settings

Note

After first boot, the device is configured for a static IP address as defined in the Important Notice.
Prior to accessing the main Web interface, you must configure the device with a valid IP address
and gateway to work in your environment. The following section takes you through the steps to
update your network settings using the Console Ul.

To change the network settings of the device:

1. Once the Console Ul welcome screen appears on the attached monitor, locate the IP Address
assigned to the device as noted on the welcome screen.

. Log in to the Console Ul using the credentials provided in the Important Notice.
. In the navigation sidebar, use the 11 (up and down arrow) keys to highlight Network Settings, and

then press the Enter key.

. Using the | (down arrow) to step through all the Network Settings, change the Hostname, IP
Address, Gateway Address, Boot Protocol (DHCP or static), and any other settings as necessary.

Note

* In the Boot Protocol textbox you must type either 'dhcp’ or 'static'.
* Depending on your SSH client settings, the console window might not display all the
available settings. For instance, "Boot Protocol” may not be visible if your screen height is

not large enough.

5. Press the Enter key to save your changes and return to the main screen.

Note

After pressing Enter, it takes a few seconds for the settings to be saved. The system may
seem unresponsive during this time.

6. Select Log Out and then press the Enter key to exit the Console Ul.

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Accessing the Web Interface

To access the device's Web interface:

1. On another computer connected to the same network, open a Web browser.

2. Enter the device's assigned IP address. For example, if the IP Address is 10.5.1.4, enter a URL
of https://10.5.1.4.

3. When a browser accesses the website, it requests a security certificate to confirm that the site is
trusted.
The device ships with a self-signed SSL certificate key set which works with any configured server
hostname. However, Web browsers do not consider self-signed certificates to be trusted, because
they are not signed by a Certificate Authority. Consequently, when accessing the website with a
self-signed certificate, users see a security warning and are prompted for authorization as shown
below. Responses may vary depending upon the browser used.

4. Sign in using one of the credentials provided on the /Important Notice included with your device.

Licensing Your VMware Appliance

To run Haivision Media Platform under a VMware platform, you need to obtain a valid license key for the
VM from Haivision Technical Support and enter this on the Licensing page.

1. After signing into the Web interface, if you see a License Required dialog, click Add License.

Click the = icon on the toolbar, select Administration from the navigation drop-down menu,
click System Settings in the admin toolbar, and click Licensing in the sidebar.
